Daily Expectations:

1. To be in class when the bell rings.

2. To bring a pen or pencil to class.

Absences:


If you are absent, it is YOUR responsibility to make-up all missed work.  I will keep a daily class activities/homework agenda on the board in the back of the room.  If you are absent, check the board to see what needs to be made up.  (I also post assignments on my web page)
Tardy Policy:


You are expected to be in class when the bell rings.  You are expected to have a signed pass to enter after the bell…NO EXCUSES!!!  If you are tardy without a pass, you will be assigned detention with me.  Repeated offenses will lead to a referral.

Make-up Policy

1. If you are absent for one day, you will have two days to make up work.

2. If you are absent for two or more days, you will have up to one week to make up missed work.

3. If you are absent for a lab, you will be required to make-up the lab during ninth period with in ONE WEEK! (while all of the materials are available)

Notebook:


A notebook in this class is mandatory!  I will expect you to have all work COMPLETED AND ORGANIZED in your notebook.  A 3-ring binder is required.


Notebook organization:
1. Your name on the cover.

2. This sheet as the first page.

3. Bathroom passes for the quarter.

4. All handouts and notes should be dated and arranged in order as we cover them.

Safety:

ALL DIRECTIONS MUST BE FOLLOWED!!  When using chemicals, safety glasses and aprons must be worn, No Exceptions!  
Homework:

Homework is usually given to introduce new material or to reinforce what we have already covered.  It is usually gone over in class the day it is due.  Therefore, I have a strict homework policy.  I will accept NO late homework (except if absent).  

· The only exception is for labs.  Labs can be turned in up to one week late.  However, points will be deducted from the lab grade.

Hall Passes:


You will receive 2 rest room passes per quarter.  Unused hall passes can be redeemed at the end of each quarter for 5 bonus points each. (If you require more visits to restroom, you will be given a regular pass)
Grading:
