Dear Parents & Guardians:

Children are not permitted to take medication during school hours unless state requirements are met.  These requirements have been made to safeguard your child.

In order to give any medication in school the school nurse must have on file the following two notes:

1. A written order from the physician, indicating the name of the drug, the amount or dosage to be given and the time it is to be administered.

2. A written note from the parent giving school personnel permission to give the child the medication as prescribed.

The above requirements include eye drops, ear drops, and over-the-counter medications such as Aspirin and Tylenol.  The parent is responsible for bringing the medication to the school in the original container.  (Medication of any kind is NOT permitted on the school bus).  

All medications, including inhalers, must be in the original container/box with the proper label.
